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Conclusion and Results:
This study dealt with “The manifestations of the decay of Anglo-
Saxon reign in England” and through this study, it is clear that
England was in the period from A.D. 802 to A.D. 1066 easy prey to
foreign invasion because of the disorder accompanied by military
weakness and physical depletion and went through this conflict in
three stages is the stage of steadfastness and the stage of confrontation
and the stage of collapse.
The first phase is the stage of steadfastness, in which the kings of
Wessex from A.D. 802 to A.D. 781 attempted to establish their state
and withstand the Danish pirates’ campaigns.
The second stage is the stage of confrontation, which was attempted
by the kings of Wessex from A.D. 871 to A.D. 975 to confrontation
the Danes who turned from piracy to settlement where they succeeded
in owning aside from English land in which kings of Wessex were
keen to recover the Danish country in England until they were united
under the reign of one king, Edger the pacific.

e  The third stage is the collapse stage from A.D. 975 until A.D.
1066, during which the Anglo-Saxon fought many wars and carried
the tax burden imposed by the state, either to face the expenses of the
war or to buy peace and also marked by the destabilization of Anglo-
Saxon identity through the intellectual, social, cultural and
civilizational integration of Anglo-Saxon, and on this basis they and
other Danish and Norman cultures became a new English nation and
divided this stage to the first period of refraction which ended with the
Danish takeover the reign of England in A.D. 1014 and the second
period of refraction, which ended with the Norman takeover the reign
of England in A.D. 1066.

e  The study reached a number of results that can be summarized
in the following points:

e  Free of small islands around the British island from any
fortifications or castles to repel invader attacks such as Thant island
Portland Island, Wight Island, Sheeppey Island and Devon Island.

e  Free of the estuaries of the rivers on the British island from any
fortifications or castes to repel invader attacks such as, Tamar river,
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char river, Thames river, Guilou river, Humber river, Eamont river,
Blackwater river, Severn river, Frome river, Medway river, Exe river,
Kennet river, Stour river, Nene river, and Tyne river.

e  The betrayal of some Anglo-Saxon leaders of their kings
joining the army of Danes or staging them in battle including betrayal
Alfric earl Hampshire and Berkshire in A.D. 992 and the betrayal of
both the earls Frana, Frithegist and Godewin being Danish origin in
A.D. 993 and the betrayal of Alfriic of Mercia in A.D.1003 and the
betrayal of Wulfnoth Cild earl Sussex in A.D. 1009 and the betrayal of
Thurkytel Myrehead being Danish origin and betrayal of the
archdeacon Almar in A.D. 1011, and betrayal of both earl Almar and
earl Algar in A.D. 1016 and betrayal of Edric Streon earl Mercia many
times in A.D. 1009, A.D. 1015 and in A.D. 1016 this indicates to the
bad choice of the Anglo-Saxon kings of the leaders who form one of
the manifestations of the decline of Anglo-Saxon reign in England.

e  The Anglo-Saxon kings used the political marriage to form an
alliance to repel the external invasion on the country, such as the
marriage of Edith the sister of Athelstan to Sihtric king of the
Northumbrians, who was of Danish origin in A.D. 925 to strengthen
its relationship with the north, and the marriage of king Ethelerd I
from Emma of Normandy in A.D. 1002 to form alliance against the
Danes, and the marriage of king Canute from Emma of Normandy in
A.D. 1018 to ensure Normandy support and marriage of king Eadward
I11 from Edith daughter of Godwin the most potent earl in A.D. 1044
and marriage of king Harold Il from Edith sister of the brothers Edwn
earl of Mercia and Morcar earl of Northumbria to strengthen the
defense of the north.

e  The depletion of England fortunes in the form of payment of
cash tax and supplies to the Danish men to buy peace which was
known as Dangled, it started in A.D. 991 when king Ethelred Il paid
ten thousand pounds to the Danes after the battle of Maldon to buy
peace, and the second tax in the year A.D. 995 was worth sixteen
thousand pounds with supplies, and the third tax in the A.D. 1002
amounted to twenty four thousand pounds with supplies, and the
fourth tax in the year A.D. 1007 of thirty thousand pounds with the
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supplies, and the fifth tax was in the A.D. 1009 of three thousand
pounds and the sixth tax was in A.D. 1012 of forty-eight thousand
pounds and the seventh tax in A.D. 1014 of twenty one thousand
pounds paid to the Danish commander Thurkill the tall for protection.

e  The depletion of England fortunes to face the expenses of the
war to repel the Danes invasion, such as the battle of Hengestsdun in
A.D. 838 battle of Carum in A.D. 844 battle of Ashdown, Basing,
Merton and Wilton in A.D. 871, battle of Edington in A.D. 878 battle
of Middleton in A.D. 892, battle of Holme in A.D. 902, battle of
Northumbrian in A.D. 906, battle of Teotenhale in A.D. 910, battle of
Colchester in A.D. 917, battle of Madon and Hntingdon in A.D 917,
battle of Brunaburh in A.D. 937 battle of Leicester in A.D. 939, battle
of Rochester in A.D. 999 battle of Dean in A.D. 1001, battle of
Thetford in A.D. 1004, battle of Kennet in A.D. 1006, battle of
Ringmere in A.D. 1010 and battle of Gillingham, Sherston, London,
Brentford, Otford, and Ashingdon in A.D. 1066.

e  The depletion of England fortunes by plunder, ravaging and
systematic burning of the country by the Danes such as the damage
Southampton, Thant and Chester in A.D. 980, and damage Cornwall,
Devon and Southampton in A.D. 981, and damage Portland and
London in A.D. 982 and damage Wecedport in A.D. 988, and damage
Folkestone, Sandwich, Ipswich and Maldon in A.D. 991 and damage
Bomborough, Lindsey and Northumbria in A.D. 993 and damage
Essex, Kent, Sussex and Hampshire in A.D. 994, and damage
Cornwall, Wales, Dorset, Devon, Watchet and Lydford in A.D. 997,
and damage the lands on both sides of the river Frome to Dorsetshire
in A.D. 998, and damage Exetr, Wilton, Wiltshire and Salisbury in
A.D. 1003, and damage East Anglia, Norwich, and Thetford in A.D.
1004, and damage Sandwich, Hampshire, Berkshire, Reading,
Wallingford and Cuckhamsley Barrow in A.D. 1006, and damage
Sussex, Hampshire and Berkshire in A.D. 1009, and damage Oxford
lands on both sides of the Thames river, Northampton and Cannings
Marsh in A.D. 1010 and damage east Anglia, Essex, Middlesex
Buckinghamshire, Hertfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Oxfordshire,
Huntingdonshire, Kent, Sussex, Hastings, Surrey, Berkshir,
Hampshire, Wiltshire, and Canterbury in A.D. 1011, and damage
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Dorest, Wiltshire and Somerest in A.D. 1015 and damage
Warwickshire and Mercia in A.D. 1016.

e  The Keenness of the Anglo-Saxon kings to make peace treaties
with Danes such as treaty of Wedmor in A.D. 878 and the treaty
between king Alfred and king Guthrum in A.D. 885, and the treaty of
Tiddingford in A.D. 906 between king Edward | and Danes, and the
treaty of Eamont in A.D. 926 between king Athelstan on the one hand
and king Hunwal, Constantin, Wulferth and Aldred on the other hand,
and the treaty of Leicester in A.D. 939 between king Edmund | and
king Olaf Guthfrithson and the treaty of Deerhurst in A.D. 1016
between king Edmund Il and king Cnut.

. It is concluded from the above that the defeat of Anglo-Saxon
before the Danes and Normans due to the Anglo-Saxon military
Weakness and the lack of strong fortifications, capable leadership,
good organization and the betrayal of some nobles and the burden of
Taxes. While the Danish and Norman armies had good organization,
and leadership solid, and abundant equipment and strong plans that
would have been an easy victory for the Danes and Normans on the
Anglo-Saxon.
