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ABSTRACT: The research aims to study the main indicators of the global demand for
Egyptian cotton by measuring some indicators of the competitiveness of Egypt's cotton
exports, which is the indicator of the rate of penetration of cotton exports to the most
important international markets, the instability coefficient of cotton exports in both
countries, the relative comparative advantage, the relative price of cotton, Cotton imports,
the relative importance of each country, the annual growth rate in the quantity of exports
of cotton, the market share of cotton exports in the most important foreign markets.

The study found that there is a competitive advantage for Egyptian cotton exports during
the study period in a large number of countries. The apparent comparative advantage of
Egypt in cotton production compared to all countries competing during the study period
is that the average export price of Egyptian cotton is higher than the average price
Exporting all the countries of competition to Egypt during the study period. This means
that Egypt does not enjoy competitive comparative advantage compared to its most
competitive countries in exporting cotton in the world market. The average growth of
Egyptian cotton exports reached 7.50% during the study period, Egyptian; high rise
Egypt's cotton exports in a number of foreign markets.

The study recommended that it is necessary to increase the competitiveness of Egyptian
cotton exports among the competing countries. The Egyptian cotton export policy aims at
preserving the basic and semi-permanent markets by meeting the needs of these cotton
markets according to the specifications desired by the Ministry of Trade Representation
in the Ministry Foreign Trade to study the needs of the global cotton market and to know
the characteristics and specifications required by these markets and to meet these needs
and open up new markets for Egyptian cotton, the Trade Representation Department at the
Ministry of Foreign Trade Information needed by the exporters, especially the export and
export prices of competitive countries in the world market times.
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
